Please register 10 minutes before start of each training session 
 
Players should all wear hockey astro-turf shoes, football astro-turf shoes are not to be used 
 
Shin pads with ankle protection and gumshields are COMPULSORY! 
 
Warm clothing is essential and always bring waterproof clothing!!  
(Remember to have your kit named) 
 
Please collect your child from the astro-turf pitch after training whenever possible (All junior 
players must be collected from the astro-turf pitch at the end of their training session. Only in 
exceptional cases can a junior player be left with the coaching staff for a later collection.) 
 
Membership 
All junior players attending coaching sessions pay an annual subscription of the following 
according to their age as of 01st September on or before the end of October each year: 
 
 U10’s £10 
 
 U12’s £15 
 
 U14’s £20 
 
 U16’s £25 
 
Senior players subscriptions are payable by end of October latest. 
 
Please complete a membership form for each child each year so we can keep our records up to 
date and bring along to the first training session or send by post along with fee payable. Senior 
players must complete a membership form held by each senior team captain.

This is available to purchase using our online order form (see club web site for suppliers web 
address.).  Available are club hoodies, polo shirts, shorts, socks and outerwear. 
 
Club Day 
The season will begin with an Annual Club Day, to be held on Sunday 11th September at the 
astro pitch, starting at 10am for juniors and 1pm for Adult players; though we encourage 
everyone to join in throughout the whole day.
